Borrower(s) Paratransit, Inc. 
Borrower 
Description 

Founded in 1978, Paratransit, Inc. was incorporated as a private nonprofit corporation to 
provide demand-responsive transportation service to individuals and agencies serving people 
with disabilities and the elderly within the Sacramento County urbanized area. For some 
forty years Paratransit, Inc. has been dedicated to providing independence to people with 
mobility challenges. 
 
This request is to refinance 2017 bond balances which were initially issued by CEDA for 
Paratransit’s behalf to Wells Fargo Bank. This will allow Five Star Bank to refund the Wells 
Fargo obligations and to continue CEDA’s sponsorship in the new FSB financing transaction 
in order to maintain the tax-exempt financing benefits for Paratransit, which they qualified 
for originally under the 2017 transaction. Five Star Bank is matching the Wells Fargo tax-
exempt rate and payment terms, so that Paratransit has no fiscal impact from this refunding. 
 
The refinance will consist of an additional advance of approximately $3,250,000 to refund 
the following existing obligations: 
 
Equipment Bond – existing financing: $1,000,000   
Capital Bond – existing financing: $2,250,000 
Initial Advance at Closing:              $3,250,000 
 
In addition to the above, an additional $2.5 million will be made available to allow 
Paratransit to either make substantial improvements to their existing facility located at 2501 
Florin Road, Sacramento, California, or to develop property they own across the street from 
their existing site located at 7120 and 7141 Woodbine Avenue, Sacramento, California and 
the acquisition of buses and other vehicles. The $2.5MM funding allocation for future use 
replaces the $5.0MM availability that they maintain under their existing Wells Fargo bond.    
 

Public Benefits The tax-exempt financing will allow Paratransit, Inc. to realize savings that can be put into 
purchasing and rehabilitating real property.   

Eligibility and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of the Joint Exercise of Powers Act, comprising 
Articles 1, 2, 3 and 4 of Chapter 5 of Division 7 of Title 1 (commencing with Section 6500) of the 
Government Code of the State of California (the “Act”), the cities of Eureka, Lancaster and Selma 
entered into a joint exercise of powers agreement (the “Agreement”) pursuant to which the 
California Enterprise Development Authority (the “Authority”) was organized; and 

WHEREAS, the Authority is authorized by the Agreement and the Act to issue bonds, 
notes or other evidences of indebtedness, or certificates of participation in leases or other 
agreements, or enter into financing agreements to, among other things, finance or refinance 
facilities owned and/or leased and operated by organizations described in Section 501(c)(3) of the 
Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”); and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of the Act, the public agencies which are members 
of the Authority are authorized to jointly exercise any power common to such public agency 
members, including, without limitation, the power to acquire and dispose of property, both real 
and personal; and 

WHEREAS, the County of Sacramento (the “County”) is an associate member of the 
Authority and is authorized to acquire and dispose of property, both real and personal; and  

WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of the Act, the Authority may, at its option, issue 
bonds, rather than certificates of participation, and enter into a loan agreement, financing 
agreement or similar agreement for the purposes of promoting economic development; and 

WHEREAS Paratransit, Incorporated, a California nonprofit public benefit corporation 
(the “Borrower”), has submitted an application to the Authority requesting the Authority to make 
one or more loans (collectively, the “Borrower Loans”) in the aggregate principal amount not to 
exceed $5,800,000 to the Borrower for the purpose of (i) financing and refinancing the cost of 
acquisition, construction, restoration, improvement, renovation, furnishing, equipping and general 
development of the real property located at 2501 Florin Road, Sacramento, California, 7120 and 
7141 Woodbine Avenue, Sacramento, California and the real property located on the north east 
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side of Florin Road and Woodbine Avenue identified as Assessor’s Parcel Number 041-0075-007 
(the “Facilities”), and the acquisition of buses and other vehicles (collectively, the “Project”); and 
(ii) paying certain costs of issuance in connection with such financing; and 

WHEREAS, the Authority intends to use the proceeds of one or more tax-exempt loans 
from Five Star Bank, a California banking corporation, or its successor (the “Lender”), to the 
Authority (collectively, the “Authority Loans”) to make the Borrower Loans; and 

WHEREAS, there have been placed on file with the Authority prior to this meeting the 
following documents and agreements: 

(a) A proposed form of Loan Agreement (the “Loan Agreement”), by and 
among the Lender, the Authority and the Borrower; and 

(b) A proposed form of Assignment Agreement (the “Assignment 
Agreement”), by and between the Authority and the Lender; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to California Government Code Section 5852.1, certain information 
regarding the Loans, attached hereto as Attachment I, has been presented to the Authority by the 
Borrower based on a good faith estimates by the Lender; and 

WHEREAS, the Facilities provides significant benefits to the residents of the County and 
surrounding communities through the transportation services provided by the Borrower to 
individuals with disabilities, the elderly, and related agencies in the Sacramento community, based 
on representations of the Borrower, the financing and refinancing of the Facilities through the 
Authority will result in demonstrable savings in effective interest rate; 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of the Authority, 
as follows: 

Section 1.  The Authority finds that it is in the public interest to assist the Borrower in 
financing the Facilities. 

Section 2.  The Authority hereby approves of the entering into the Authority Loans, the 
interest with respect to which will be excluded from gross income for federal income tax purposes, 
and using the proceeds thereof to make the Borrower Loans pursuant to the terms and provisions 
of the Loan Agreement.  The Authority understands that the payments under the Borrower Loans 
will be assigned to the Lender to satisfy the Authority’s payments under the Authority Loans.  The 
payments to be made by the Authority to the Lender under the Authority Loans will be satisfied 
solely from payments made by the Borrower to the Lender (as assignee of the Authority) under 
the Borrower Loans. 

Section 3.  The proposed form of the Loan Agreement, by and among the Lender, the 
Authority and the Borrower, on file with the Secretary of the Authority, is hereby approved.  The 
Chair or the Vice Chair of the Board of Directors (individually, an “Authorized Signatory” and, 
collectively, the “Authorized Signatories”), acting alone, is hereby authorized and directed, for and 
in the name and on behalf of the Authority, to execute and deliver the Loan Agreement in 
substantially the form filed with the Authority prior to this meeting, with such changes and 
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insertions therein consistent with the stated terms of this Resolution as the Authorized Signatory 
executing the same, with the advice of counsel to the Authority, may require or approve, such 
approval to be conclusively evidenced by the execution and delivery thereof.  The Secretary or 
Assistant Secretary of the Authority is authorized to attest the execution of the Loan Agreement. 

Section 4.  The proposed form of the Assignment Agreement, by and between the 
Authority and the Lender, on file with the Secretary of the Authority, is hereby approved.  Each 
Authorized Signatory, acting alone, is hereby authorized and directed, for and in the name and on 
behalf of the Authority, to execute and deliver the Assignment Agreement in substantially the form 
filed with the Authority prior to this meeting, with such changes and insertions therein consistent 
with the stated terms of this Resolution as the Authorized Signatory executing the same, with the 
advice of counsel to the Authority, may require or approve, such approval to be conclusively 
evidenced by the execution and delivery thereof.  The Secretary or Assistant Secretary of the 
Authority is authorized to attest the execution of the Assignment Agreement. 

Section 5.  The Authority approves the Authority Loans, the interest with respect to which 
will be excluded from gross income for federal income tax purposes, and the making of the 
Borrower Loans to the Borrower in an amount not to exceed $5,800,000 in accordance with the 
terms of and to be secured by the Loan Agreement.  Repayment of the principal of, premium, if 
any, and the interest on, the Authority Loans shall be made solely from the revenues to be received 
by the Authority from the Borrower Loans pursuant to the Loan Agreement, and the Authority 
Loans shall not be deemed to constitute a debt or liability of the State of California or any political 
subdivision thereof.  The Authority Loans shall bear interest at the rate or rates set forth in the 
Loan Agreement.  

Section 6.  All assignments, consents, approvals, notices, orders, requests and other 
actions permitted or required by any of the documents authorized by this Resolution, whether 
before or after the borrowing of amounts from the Lender and the making of the Borrower Loans 
to the Borrower, any of the foregoing which may be necessary or desirable in connection with any 
default under or amendment of such documents, any transfer or other disposition of the Facilities, 
any assignment by the Lender to an affiliate of the Lender, accredited investor or qualified 
institutional buyer or any prepayment of the Borrower Loans, may be given or taken by an 
Authorized Signatory without further authorization by this Board of Directors of the Authority, 
and such officers are hereby authorized and directed to give any such consent, approval, notice, 
order or request and to take any such action which such officers may deem necessary or desirable 
to further the purposes of this Resolution. 

Section 7.  All actions heretofore taken by the officials and agents of the Authority with 
respect to the Authority Loans and the Borrower Loans are hereby approved, confirmed and 
ratified, and the officials of the Authority and their authorized designees are hereby authorized and 
directed, jointly and severally, to do any and all things and to execute and deliver any and all 
certificates, agreements and documents, including, without limitation, a tax certificate and 
agreement, which they or the Authority’s counsel or the Lender’s counsel may deem necessary or 
advisable in order to consummate the Borrower Loans and the Authority Loans and otherwise to 
effectuate the purposes of this Resolution, and the Secretary or Assistant Secretary of the Authority 
is authorized to attest the execution of such certificates, agreements and documents.   
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Section 8.  The provisions of this Resolution are hereby declared to be separable, and if 
any action, phrase or provision is for any reason declared to be invalid, such declaration does not 
affect the validity of the remainder of the sections, phrases and provisions. 

Section 9.  Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Resolution, no documents 
referenced in this Resolution may be executed or delivered until the County has held the requisite 
hearing and the Board of Supervisors of the County of Sacramento have approved the making of the 
Authority Loans pursuant to Section 147(f) of the Code. 

Section 10.  This Resolution shall take effect from and after its adoption.

PUBLIC DISCLOSURES RELATING TO CONDUIT REVENUE OBLIGATIONS 

Pursuant to California Government Code Section 5852.1, Paratransit, Incorporated, a California 
nonprofit public benefit corporation (the “Borrower”), has provided the following required 
information to the California Enterprise Development Authority (the “Authority”), as conduit 
financing provider, prior to the Authority’s regular meeting on December 10, 2020 (the “Meeting”) 
of its Board of Directors (the “Board”) at which Meeting, the Board will consider the authorization 
of conduit revenue obligations in the aggregate principal amount not to exceed $5,800,000 (the 
“Obligations”). 

1. Five Star Bank, a California banking corporation, as private placement lender, engaged by 
the Borrower provided the Borrower with the required good faith estimates relating to the 
Obligations as follows, which calculations are based on current expectations of the 
Borrower for an issuance of Obligations in the amount of $5,500,000, part of which are 
expected to be issued as draw-down obligations: 

A. The true interest cost of the Obligations, which means the rate necessary to discount 
the amounts payable on the respective principal and interest payment dates to the 
purchase price received for the Obligations (to the nearest ten-thousandth of one 
percent): 3.5432%. 

B. The finance charge of the Obligations, which means the sum of all fees and charges 
paid to third parties, including the conduit issuer fee: $50,400. 

C. The amount of proceeds received by the public body for sale of the Obligations less 
the finance charge of the Obligations described in subparagraph (B) and any 
reserves or capitalized interest paid or funded with proceeds of the Obligations: 
$5,449,600. 

D. The total payment amount, which means the sum total of all payments the Borrower 
will make to pay debt service on the Obligations plus the finance charge of the 
Obligations described in subparagraph (B) not paid with the proceeds of the 
Obligations (which total payment amount shall be calculated to the final maturity 
of the Obligations): $7,097,342. 

2. The good faith estimates provided above were based on the information which was 
presented to the governing board of the Borrower, or presented to the official or officials 
or committee designated by the governing board of the Borrower to obligate the Borrower 
in connection with the Obligations or, in the absence of a governing board, presented to 
the official or officials of the Borrower having authority to obligate the Borrower in 
connection with the Obligations. 

The foregoing estimates constitute good faith estimates only.  The actual principal amount of the 
Obligations issued and sold, the true interest cost thereof, the finance charges thereof, the amount 
of proceeds received therefrom and total payment amount with respect thereto may differ from 
such good faith estimates due to a variety of factors.  The actual interest rates borne by the 
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Obligations and the actual amortization of the Obligations will depend on market interest rates at 
the time of the issuance of the Obligations.  Market interest rates are affected by economic and 
other factors beyond the control of the Borrower.

Borrower(s) NorthCreek Church 
Borrower 
Description 

NorthCreek Church is a teaching church committed to the proclamation and application of 
the Word of God. Their preschool opened its doors in 1970 and has grown to annually 
educate approximately 200 young children while focusing on biblical application. 
NorthCreek Church opened an elementary school and in 1999 NorthCreek Academy formed 
their first kindergarten classes. In 2000, the Academy added the first through fifth grades. 
Their final addition of the junior high program took place in 2001. Approximately 400 K-8 
students attend the Academy. 
 
NorthCreek Church has requested the Authority to make one or more loans in the aggregate 
principal amount not to exceed $18,500,000 to the Borrower for the purpose of refinancing 
certain outstanding indebtedness of the Borrower incurred to finance and refinance the 
construction, acquisition, installation, renovation, rehabilitation and equipping of the 
Borrower’s educational facilities located at 2303 Ygnacio Valley Road, Walnut Creek, 
California, 94598. 
 
On November 12, 2020, the Authority adopted Resolution 20-37 making determinations with 
respect to the financing of the Project for the Borrower in a maximum principal amount not 
to exceed $18,000,000. NorthCreek Church has notified the Authority that the aggregate 
financing for the project may exceed $18,000,000 and has requested the Authority to amend 
the Initial Resolution to increase the amount of the proposed financing to an amount not to 
exceed $18,500,000.

DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY AMENDING RESOLUTION NO. 20-37 
WITH RESPECT TO THE FINANCING OF FACILITIES FOR THE 
BENEFIT OF NORTHCREEK CHURCH AND/OR A RELATED OR 
SUCCESSOR ENTITY 

 
 WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 5 of Division 7 of Title 1 of the Government Code of 
the State of California, (commencing with Section 6500) (the “Act”), the Cities of Selma, 
Lancaster and Eureka, have entered into a Joint Powers Agreement, dated as of June 1, 2006 (the 
“Agreement”) pursuant to which the California Enterprise Development Authority (the 
“Authority”) was organized; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Authority is authorized by the Agreement and the Act to issue bonds, 
notes or other evidences of indebtedness, or certificates of participation in leases or other 
agreements, or enter into financing agreements to, among other things, finance or refinance 
facilities owned and/or leased and operated by organizations described in Section 501(c)(3) of 
the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”); and 
 

WHEREAS, NorthCreek Church, a California nonprofit religious corporation, and/or a 
relating entity (the “Borrower”) has requested the Authority’s assistance in financing and 
refinancing, through the use of tax-exempt obligations (the “Obligations”), (1) certain outstanding 
indebtedness of the Borrower incurred to finance and refinance the construction, acquisition, 
installation, renovation, rehabilitation and equipping of the Borrower’s educational facilities 
located at 2303 Ygnacio Valley Road, Walnut Creek, California, 94598 (the “Property”); (2) 
financing and refinancing the construction, acquisition, installation, renovation, rehabilitation, 
and improvement of a new multi-purpose facility located at the Property, including a 
gymnasium, library, meeting rooms and other related facilities (collectively, the “Facilities”), 
and (3) paying certain costs of issuance in connection with such financing (collectively, the 
“Project”); and 

WHEREAS, on November 12, 2020, the Authority adopted Resolution 20-37 (the “Initial 
Resolution”) making determinations with respect to the financing of the Project for the Borrower 
in a maximum principal amount not to exceed $18,000,000; and 

WHEREAS, the Borrower has notified the Authority that the aggregate financing for the 
Project may exceed $18,000,000 and has requested the Authority to amend the Initial Resolution 
to increase the amount of the proposed financing to an amount not to exceed $18,500,000; 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of Directors of the California Enterprise Development 
Authority does resolve as follows: 

Section 1.  The Initial Resolution is hereby amended in part by increasing the amount of 
financing referenced in the Initial Resolution from $18,000,000 to $18,500,000.  This Resolution 
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does not bind the Authority to make any expenditure, incur any indebtedness, or proceed with 
the financing of the Project. 

Section 2.  Except as modified by this Resolution, the Initial Resolution remains in full 
force and effect. 

Section 3.  All actions heretofore taken by the officers, or their respective designees, 
employees and agents of the Authority in connection with the financing of the Project are hereby 
ratified and confirmed.  The officers and their designees, employees and agents of the Authority 
are hereby authorized to take any and all actions in connection with the financing of the Project 
and as may be necessary and consistent with the purposes of this Resolution. 

Section 4.  This Resolution shall take effect from and after its adoption.
